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Plant a Tree this Fall

People usually think of spring as the season to plant trees, but
autumn is the perfect time to get new trees in the ground. Once a
tree 1s dormant, it can be transplanted and then can spend the
winter getting roots established without the stress of a hot, dry
season ahead (yes, roots do grow in the winter.)

Contact the Tree Commission if you'd like some guidance on best
planting methods, or in selecting an appropriate type of tree.
Remember that the larger the tree at maturity, the more value it
provides.
